WELCOME TO TALL ULAH GORGE

This beautiful state park was created in 1992
through a unique partnership between the
Georgia Power Co. and the Georgia Dept. of
Natural Resources. Just over two miles long
and one-half mile at its widest point, Tallulah
Gorge is one of the oldest geological features
in North America and possibly the world. The
Tallulah River drops six hundred feet in
elevation with five waterfalls located within
the gorge.

The 16,000-square-foot Jane Hurt Yarn
Interpretive Center features forty exhibits that
highlight the natural resources and cultural
history unique to the area, an award-winning
feature film, a gift shop and information desk.

Tallulah Detective (2 L evels): Grades 3-7

As a detective, you will go on a scavenger hunt through
the Jane Hurt Yarn Interpretive Center to find answers
to historical and natural resource questions. This
program may be accompanied by a 15-minute video on
Tallulah Gorge.

Mammals of Tallulah Gorge/Animals Tracks:
GradesK-3

From black bears to opossums, students will explore
skins and skulls of mammals native to Georgia, group
animals by similar characteristics, discuss their basic
needs and learn about their life cycles. The program
includes a short hike in the forest to learn about the
habitats of these animals. Students may make their own
animals tracks for a small materials fee.

They will also discuss the role that
snakes play in our lives, learn which snakes have
venom and how to co-exist with these amazing animals.

Students will explore a small stream on the park and
discuss the water cycle.

Fored Ecoogy: Grades3-7

Students will learn about three forest types in the north
Georgia mountains as they study the physical
environment of forests near a stream, along the Gorge
rim and deep in the woods. They will compare and
contrast soil composition and moisture, identify trees
found in each, discuss tree growth, life cycle and
survival strategies. The program includes a short %
mile hike.

Birds of Prey: Grade 3-7

Birds of prey, otherwise known as raptors, are
extraordinary animals with amazing adaptations. Learn
which birds are considered raptors and why. Using
taxidermy specimens and mounts, bird wings and talons
students will explore how raptors are different from
other birds and how they are classified. S3L1, S4L1,

Wilderness Survival: Grades3-7

Students will learn about basic survival techniques
applicable in Georgia. This interactive program
includes shelter-building, knot-tying, orienteering and
basic survival kits.

Gorgeaus Rocks: Grades 5-6

The Tallulah area has gone through many geologic
changes even before it became a gorge. Students will
observe distinctive landforms, identify the common
rock types, discuss how the Gorge was formed and see
the effects of weathering that continue to shape the site
as they hike 1 % miles along the north rim, into the
gorge (includes 500 stair steps down to the suspension
bridge) and back along the south rim.

Ecosystems of the Gorge: Grades5-7

Explore Tallulah Gorge’s “Seven Worlds In One” and
learn how each effects the other — upper slope
hardwoods, lower slope/hemlocks & white pines, moist
and dry rim and cliff communities, stream, river and
lake communities. Students will observe plants and
animals adapted to life in each of these areason a1l '
mile hike along the north rim, into the gorge (includes
500 stair steps down to the suspension bridge) and back
along the south rim.
